Forever The Sickest Kids Tour Rider 2007 
1.  Artist (FTSK) will receive 100% Headline billing in all public released media advertisement.  All opening acts and media interviews must be submitted and approved by TQ Management.

2.   Purchaser agrees to provide at their sole cost and expense adequate security for the artist and entourage from arrival till departure. 

3.  Promoter shall provide ground transportation per contract.  

4.  It is specifically understood and agreed upon that security personnel shall remove from venue any guest that verbally and/or physically abuses artist or artist’s entourage during stay.

5.  Sound check is a must at every venue including festivals.  All technicians including engineers, stage and light techs must be available to work on stage, sound and lights per rider requirements or artist/management direction. Stage must ready by artist arrival.
6.  It is agreed upon that the artist/ artist management will have complete control in mixing and controlling all sound equipment while artist is sound checking and performing.

7.  It is agreed that artist has 100% control of the performance with regards to material, wardrobe, staging and lighting. No stage equipment, props, or backline to be shared.
8.  It is suggested that engagements be open to “All AGES”.

9.  The artist dressing room and backstage area shall be cleared of all persons not with artist or artist entourage 20 minutes prior to show time. Security shall ensure artist complete privacy and provide security for all items in artist dressing rooms.

10.  Performance will begin as scheduled and agreed upon in the engagement or as agreed upon between buyer and artist management.  

11.  The Balance of all remaining money due artist shall be paid in US cash prior to performance to artist manager. Including food and ground transportation buyouts. As per contract, a hotel room shall be provided for each of the performers and the tour manager.  
12.  Purchaser shall provide a minimum of fifteen (15) complimentary guest tickets and backstage passes for artist guests and ten (10) tickets for artist management and booking agency.  

13.  Purchaser agrees to provide a Per Diem of $ 210. 00 USD
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14.  Purchaser agrees to provide at their sole expense the following items in the artist dressing room- iced down or refrigerated cold:

2 Cases of bottled water (One case dressing room, one case of water for stage use ONLY, a case being 24-10oz. or larger bottles)

Assorted soft drinks (Coke, Sprite, Snapple- Lemon Ice Tea, OJ, Apple Juice)

Assorted veggie tray, assorted meat tray, assorted candy tray
Four- four-packs of Red Bull

Twelve (12) clean terry cloth towels (10”x24”)

15. FTSK TECHNICAL RIDER 

As per advance for load in, FTSK  will need the Venue or Production Company’s Front of the House Tech, Monitor Engineer, and Lighting Director present.  In addition one to two stage hands to help load in and help set up gear and put up and take down artist banner. No stage equipment, mics, props, or backline are to be shared.
15a. AUDIO:

Venue or Production Company shall provide an ample selection of gear to fill the needs of FTSK  with NO SHARING of any stage equipment, props, backline, mics, DI’s, stands or channels with opening acts. After sound check, NO STRIKING OR MOVING of ANY part of FTSK’s set. 

FRONT OF HOUSE:  MAIN SYSTEM

A 24-32 Channel Console (minimum) of high end make (Soundcraft, Yamaha, Crest, Midas, etc.)

Stereo 1/3rd Octave EQ for Mains (Klark, Teknik, BSS)

Compressors (DBX, Drawmer, PreSonous)

One Delay unit (Yamaha, Lexicon, Roland) 600ms delay on lead vocals

One Reverb unit (Yamaha, Lexicon)

One Yamaha or Eventide Multi effect unit (SPX90, 900, 990, 1K, HD3K, etc.)

CD Player

PA:

Sound System shall be of High End make (EAW, MARTIN, MEYER, etc.)

Enough cabinets and complimentary power will be provided to fill a ratio of 20 watts to each person multiplied by the legal capcity.  (Ex:  1000 people req. 20,000 watts PA)

Twelve (12) 18” Low freq drivers

Twelve (12) 15” mid-range drivers

Six high freq horn drivers  (Venues over 1000 add (4) 18”, (4) 15”, 2 horns) 
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MONITOR SYSTEM:

16 or 24 Channel, mixer capable of (6) separate mixes

Monitor system must be separate from the main console and must have ample power of at least 500 watts each. (By Crown, Crest, OSC) 

Mixes shall have 1/3 octave EQ

Seven (7) floor wedges with 2-15” drivers, one medium horn

One (1) drum fill

Two (2) side-fill cabinets with 2-15” drivers, one medium horn

One Riser- Drums ( Back Center Stage ) 8’x8’. see stage plot.
One Mini Riser (Center Stage Front) 1’to 2’ tall x2’ deep x3’ wide for lead vocalist to stand on and hype the crowd. see stage plot.
